of the Article

“Matan Torah (The Revelation of Godliness)”
1. How do I equalize my form with that of the Creator?

The Torah tells us clearly that the way to equalize our form with that of the Creator is by enacting the most fundamental of laws “Love thy friend as thyself.” When and if we do that, we become like the Creator, truly bestowing.  As we are created, exactly in opposite form of the Creator, we through efforts and corrections that are only achieved as we attempt to love our friends and become like the Creator.

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

Truly loving others, our friends, occurs only through correcting the will to receive with which we are brought into creation. The mitzvoth described in the Torah are all the corrections that need to be achieved before we can come to the ultimate and real love of our friends without expectation of self-benefit.

Summary

We reveal the Godliness, the Creator, as we become like Him, as we love our friends, as we transform our will to receive to bestowal. A seemingly simple formula that is the culmination and totality of all the corrections we in creation need to make (spiritual mitzvoth) in order to achieve our purpose in creation, attaining equivalency of form with the Creator. We can through much and repeated effort transform our nature to receive to bestowal, and this occurs as we make efforts to love our friends. We do so above our nature with actions that hold the intention to give to the friends in our group. As we correct our selves, this given or loving of our friends, does become similar to the Creator’s bestowing nature and we reveal the Godliness in our transformation.

1. How do I equalize my form with that of the Creator?

First you must ask, “What is the form of the Creator”? The form of the Creator is entirely about perfect bestowal, pure giving without any need or expectation of receiving anything in return. So how do I get there, to similarity with the Creator? To get there I must connect with the Upper Force through the correct study of Kabbalah. Through the natural power in this study, I will evolve until I lose all of my self-love and acquire the intention to only bestow. Then when I do receive, it will be for the sole purpose of enabling me to bestow! More specifically, I must scrutinize myself to see if my actions are bringing me to the love of others. To do this I must first come to a complete recognition of my own self-love. Then I will have a scale to measure my love of others.

In order to check myself with regard to others, I need a like-minded group. This group will help me examine myself: do I want to control them; do I want their respect; do I want to be wiser than them?  The group will give me the fuel for this work by bringing me to an appreciation for the greatness of bestowal, the greatness of the love for the Creator.

Finally, in the analogy of the slave and the master: I should behave in a manner opposite to my nature.  That is, I should consider myself as a slave to my friends. This means that I should obligate myself to them and have the expectation that they use me for their own benefit.

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

The meaning of the “love of others” is the great rule in the Torah to “love thy neighbor as thyself”. The literal meaning of this is to love your friends in the same amount and to the same degree as you love yourself. This means that you must be constantly thinking of the desires of each of your friends and how to fulfill them just as you do for yourself.  Even further, the “love of others” demands that you put the needs of your friends before your own. Or perhaps more simply stated, the “love of others” is the connection of all of their desires to my own so that they become as one.

Summary

I am not sure what is meant by the phrase, “How I Perceive the Article” except to say that it clarifies the goal and presents the study of Kabbalah as the means to achieving it! This clarification of the goal is presented in terms of the “love of others” and from there to the love of the Creator.

I will accept, realize, and observe the precept: :Love Thy Friend as Thyself." Mitzvot, and Torah.

The rest of the 612 precepts and the whole Torah which allows us to observe without reservation The Love of the Others. TALMUD OF THE TORAH: The interpretations of the One Precept: "the Love of the Friend."Meaning to constantly guard that Love just as one will guard the Love he has for himself, in order to serve the needs of the entire nation (others). There is no loophole in this precept.

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

So, in order to observe the Law of the Love of the Friend, the "master" must enslave himself to the "servant," seeing that the needs of the servant are equal to, or greater than his own, tending to those needs with care that is equal to his own self-care For both the servant and the master are interdependent upon one another. If a person acts with the intention to give, without drawing self-benefit, he will feel no difference between working to love one’s friend and working to love the Creator” (The Revelation of Godliness).
Only through learning how to love my friends as myself and to put their needs before mine, I can draw on myself spiritual forces that can slowly equalize my properties with Creator’s. To learn to love my fellow man, I have to be in the group that shares the same goal. I have to provide this group with my seriousness in work and right intention: to support their need to realize spirituality and put them before any of my corporeal desires that could come in this process.

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

It is reality of the Upper World: everlasting connection between souls into one common, eternal soul. Love of others is future state that we cannot comprehend at the moment. It is because we’re moved only by the reward that’s to be received. By involving in right literature and lessons with right teacher; and, most important, by acting in the group of people sharing the same goal; the Surrounding Light will gradually correct us until we slowly exit this egoistic nature and acquire the nature of love of others.


Summary

If the Creator’s goal in creating man is to be revealed to man, to be similar with him; then why didn’t He make us like that to begin with? 2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

Summary 

This is an article primarily geared towards the work that our men must do in the group. 2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

Summary 

Kabbalah is about learning to “love your friend as yourself.”  There are 612 details which provide a means to completely adhere to this law. The whole point of creation is so that we may reveal the laws and follow them. We must gradually exit self-love, and begin giving to our friends, in order to become like the Creator.

By the correction of our desires; achieved by the study of Kabbalah and work within the group, to move toward the "love of others". 

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

Giving (bestowal) for the sake of giving, not for any reward; achieved by working on correcting our egoistic self love into love of others.

Summary 

"Love your friend as yourself; is the great rule, with all the other 612 corrections of desires being details of this one key correction. Through corrections, man is to evolve to similarity (adhesion) to the Creator, thus the goal of creation of the Creator being revealed to man will be achieved. This equivalence with our Root is experienced as pleasure. This state is opposite to the state we are born into where any action (movement) requires a calculation of self-benefit. 

For the Creation to learn bestowal, it is difficult to do this directly with the Creator, but by acting to bestow to one's friend until it is a habit not requiring any calculation of reward and by making the cry from the heart to draw the Light to assist himself in correction, it is possible to reach the point of bestowal, "love of others". The correction that achieves the goal of "love your friend as yourself" is the encompassing correction that is rewarded with adhesion with the Creator. This is the goal of creation, and the direction of the path of Kabbalah, with the love of the friend being equivalent to bestowal to both the friend and the Creator.

A person’s self-love is what makes us remote from the Creator, who is entirely about bestowal. Through the natural power in the study of Kabbalah, we evolve until we lose all of our self-love and acquire the intention to only bestow, until even what we must receive is received only so we will be able to give. The best means to bring one to the goal is in act of giving to one’s friend. The heart of corrections is in love of others. All of man’s corrected desires unite towards the final goal—“Love your friend as yourself”—after which one is immediately awarded adhesion with the Creator.

2. What is the meaning of “love of others”?

Actions one makes, even towards loving others, are supported by the reward that’s to be received  they are not considered “love of man.” Only if a person uses the right to correct himself to being a giver does he gradually exit his nature and acquires the nature of love of others. However, prior to the corrections of bestowal, one will necessarily feel any act toward another as an empty thing, whether it is toward the Creator or toward another person. We have to find out, through a sequence of efforts, what it means to bestow and to love others, through which we attain equivalence of form with the Creator.

I equalize my form with that of the Creator when I reach the state of pure bestowal (intention to give without any reward) which I reach through the rule "Love your friend as yourself".

Summary 

The Goal of Creation is the revelation of the Creator to the created being, and their adhesion. We can reach that state through the most important rule of the Torah, "love your friend as yourself".
