What is Israel?
Rabash, Article "As You Come to the Land Which the Creator Giveth You”
The desire in man's heart is called Eretz (Land). This Eretz is the heart of man, where both “The Nations of the world” and "Israel” live. 

These two dominions cannot coexist. Either the will to receive is in control or the will to bestow since one contradicts the other, and two opposites cannot exist in one subject.

From there stems the “battle with the inclination” hence a person must fight with himself in order to subdue the heart, where these desires are clothed in, and expel the dominion of the will to receive, and give complete domination to the will to bestow upon the Creator.

He who wants to walk on the path of the Creator is called Yashar-El, which is the discernment of direct to the Creator (In Hebrew: Yashar- direct to, El- Creator). Meaning, he wants all the deeds one does, to rise directly to the Creator, and he does not want to have any other intention.

23) As “one man in one heart.” This is because each and every person from the nation completely detached himself from self-love, and wanted only to benefit his friend, as we have shown above (Item 16) regarding the meaning of the Mitzva, “Love thy friend and thyself.” It turns out that all the individuals in the nation have come together and become one heart and one man, for only then were they qualified to receive the Torah.

3) Anyone who engages in Torah sustains the world and sustains each and every operation in the world in its proper way. Also, there is not an organ in a man’s body that does not have a corresponding creation in the world.

This is so because as man’s body divides into organs and they all stand degree over degree, established one atop the other and are all one body, similarly, the world, meaning all creations in the world are many organs standing one atop the other, and they are all one body. And when they are all corrected they will actually be one body. And everything, man and the world will be like the Torah because the whole of Torah is organs and joints standing one atop the other. And when the world is corrected they will become one body.

This is a great rule, that man himself is called creature, meaning just he alone. Any thing besides him is the holy Shechina (divinity). While he prays for the people of his generation, it is considered that he is praying for the holy Shechina, which is in exile, and is in need of all salvations. That is eternity. 5) Now you will understand what is written The Zohar: “With this composition, the Children of Israel will be redeemed from exile.” Also, in many other places, only through the expansion of the wisdom of Kabbalah in the masses will we obtain complete redemption.

They also said, “The Light in it reforms him.” They were intentionally meticulous about it, to show us that only the Light enclosed within it, “like apples of gold in settings of silver,” in it lies the cure that reforms a person. Both the individual and the nation will not complete the aim for which they were created, except by attaining the internality of the Torah and its secrets.

The circulation of the wisdom in the masses is called a horn, much like the horn whose voice travels a great distance, so the wisdom will spread in the entire world. And even the nations will listen and admit that there is divine wisdom amongst Israel.
Hence it is written that each and every one of the nations would hold a Jewish man and lead him to the holy land. And it is not enough that they will be able to exit themselves, but you must understand whence the nations of the world would come by such a mind and wish. Know that it is the circulation of the true wisdom, for they would vividly see a true God and a true law.

The above-mentioned rule of the externality is called "the exile of Israel among the nations of the world." Through it, they inflict many forms of suffering, degradation, and ruin upon the Israeli nation. However, to be brief, we will explain only what is revealed through a general observation, which is the general purpose. This is the idol worshipping and superstition, as it is written, "But mingled themselves with the nations, and learned their works." This is the most terrible and dangerous poison, which destroys the souls of Israel, as it brings their vanities closer to the human reason. In other words, they do not require great depth to understand and thus plant the foundations of their work in the hearts of the children of Israel. And although an Israeli man is quite unfit to accept their nonsense, in the end they do induce idolatry and filth, down to blatant heresy, until he says, "all faces are equal."
